SmartStream Coordination Meeting Minutes

SmartStream:  Pete reported that SmartStream was updated to the latest version with the installation of application Service Pack 3 on June 15, 2009.  Sophia noted that the workflow modifications to handle additional labs for distributed PR entry and additional approvals for capital equipment purchases were also installed.  Mel reported that the changes were working as specified.


Pete also reported that all the email “To Do’s” were deleted and that SmartStream’s new password reset capability can be implemented.
2.
PCard:  Pete indicated that Purchasing has requested many changes to the application to support their buyers’ requirements.  Some have already been completed – notably the ability to use SmartStream standard phrases and ship-to addresses in the PCard system.  Several additional changes to data field sizes are being designed.

FedEx Invoice Processing:  Sophia reported that the application is in production and seems to be meeting the user’s requirements.

Financial Systems Review:  Pete noted that Randy sent an email indicating that he was arranging another demonstration of SmartStream Projects.  This application or the possibility of redoing SmartStream’s chart of accounts structure is under consideration
6.
Archiving Data:  Pete recommended that at least three years of data be archived (through contract year 2004) otherwise the results would not be worth the effort.

Citrix:  Mel noted that the SmartStream Citrix users’ inability to attach files to purchase requests, as they are being required to do, is creating issues with distributed PR entry.  Pete said that he would look into the problem.  A discussion followed comparing the method by which SmartStream handled the process as opposed to the way the PCard file attachment procedure was designed.
